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HKSPC offers multi-dimensional services to children from newborn
to 16 years old through 27 service centres, including professional
child care, education services and assistance and support to needy
children’s families to prevent family problems.

Hong Kong Society for the Protection of Children (HKSPC) was
established in 1926. It is one of Hong Kong’s oldest charities
and among one of the largest in its field. HKSPC is a registered
charity, governed by an Executive Committee and supported by
a Fund Raising Sub-Committee, to raise fund for non-subvented
services / initiatives. The Society is partially subvented by the
government and receives Pre-primary Education Voucher from
Education Bureau, to help parents to reduce school fee, but
is not a member of the Community Chest. We rely heavily on
direct donations, grants and fundraising activities among the
community which we serve, to support our daily operation and
service development.

In Hong Kong, it is not uncommon that both parents go out to work
due to the heavy financial burden. Many parents work long hours
and are badly in need of quality childcare to provide appropriate
stimulation to enhance their children’s optimal development (the
brain develops at its fastest speed before the age of 6), to prevent
leaving their children alone unsupervised / without proper care,
and are in danger of neglect or injury.

However, in Hong Kong providing appropriate care is solely
the responsibility of parents with minimal support from the
government. Many members of the public are still not aware of
the potential danger of inappropriate daily care for young children,
jeopardizing their development of sense of security and hamper
their overall development. Not until a tragedy is broadcasted
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in the media, many parents do realize that there are too many
unnecessary accidents and harm being done to children, due to
the lack of appropriate supervision provided by caretakers.

In recent years, the gap between the rich and the poor is growing
day by day. At present, about 1 in 4 children live in low income
families. With the increasing number of new arrival families, cross
Border families, divorced / single parent families, ethnic minority
families and families with domestic violence, the needs of children
are oftentimes neglected, when the parents’ energy is totally
consumed by their own serious problems.

Throughout the history of the organisation, HKSPC has been
very dedicated to protect and safeguard children’s rights for
whole person development and has worked very hard to support
needy children and families. We focus our work in young children
to take the golden opportunities in giving them professional
educare staffed by qualified childcare workers and kindergarten
teachers, as well as a well-equipped, stimulating, safe and caring
environment in early years, so they have a good start while their
brain develop rapidly.

The HKSPC currently runs 27 service units throughout Hong
Kong, caring for about 3,000 children and their families every day.

We run a Children’s Residential Home, providing 24 hours
educare, on a short or long term basis. The Home serves
children up to 3 years old, whose families suffer acute serious
family problems such as: mental illness, drug and substance
abuse, domestic violence, suspected child abuse and
teenage pregnancy, and are urgently in need of a safe and
caring environment for protection and proper care. Places for
Occasional Residential Child Care Service (24 hours) are also
available for parents who are temporarily unable to look after
their babies due to family emergencies.

Our 5 day creches and one of our nursery schools offers day
creche service with very long service hours to serve babies
from newborn to 2 years old.

About 2,000 children, aged between 2 and 6 years old, attend
our 17 nursery schools that open from 8am to 7 or 8pm daily
and open on Saturday mornings (with some open in afternoons)
to cater the needs of working parents.
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* All day creches and nursery schools provide Occasional Child

Care Service and Extended Hours Service to young children.
Occasional Child Care Service is provided on ad hoc basis for
parents, who must leave their children for brief periods to attend
to family emergencies during the day.

 After School Care and daily tutorial service was provided to

local and ethnic minority children from primary 1 to 6, who
would otherwise return from school each day to an empty home
until their parents return from work and are in lack of study
guidance and support.

* We run 2 non-subvented Children and Family Service Centres

to enhance, strengthen and stabilize family ties, to provide
our children with an enriched development environment and
to promote racial harmony. These centres are our important
means to prevent serious family problems and to early identify
needy children and parents, and provide them with prompt
help. We support both deprived children from local and ethnic
minority families as well.

* We pilot non-subvented School Social Work Service in 6

nursery schools with high concentration of needy families, to
early identify various family and children problems and provide
prompt intervention and give support to parents in parenting
and various family issues.

Our Centre for Child Enlightenment supports all centres
that provide childcare services to monitor and early identify
children’s development issues, and provides assessment
and treatment services to our centres as well as children
in the community, who are suspected or diagnosed with
developmental delay or disabilities. The Centre also provides
support to teachers and parents.

We run 21 units of Integrated Programme at 17 of our nursery
schools, to provide inclusive education and daily rehabilitation
training to 126 young children with mild disabilities.

Our IT Education Centre and Science Wonderland provide our
children with a more enriched learning environment.

> We are very invested to promote the welfare of children through

series of evidenced-based advocacy work on various children
issues.
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Counting the Cost

The work of running 27 service units and various service projects
and employing more than 600 staff to take care of about 3,000
children and their families daily, costs a great deal of money.
As HKSPC is only partially subvented by the government, our
subvention received and fees collected from parents contribute
to, but do not cover all our expenses. Besides, the subvention
does not include the money we badly need to expand: to extend
our care to more needy children and families to fill service gaps
by operating enhanced programmes or pilot service projects in
areas of unmet need, to renovate or enhance older centres, or to
provide the educational and play equipment, which are not funded
by government, but are so necessary to equip our children for life.

The Society is devoted to her vision: “To Lead and To Excel in
Keeping Children Healthy, Happy and Safe” that unites us with
partners of the community to raise funds from the Hong Kong
community, so that the donations we receive can help and benefit
our children and their families as much as possible.

Children are our future

Children, who benefit from the educare that we as a community
provide for them now, will represent the future of Hong Kong. The
Society is working hard to ensure that children, especially the
needy ones, are being provided with proper care, education and
social development, which can assist them to achieve a better
start in life and enjoy equal opportunities as other children.

Our staff and the children of HKSPC are always delighted to
welcome interested visitors to visit our headquarters at Portland
Street, Mongkok and other service centres. This will give you an
overview of the services of our Society, and an opportunity to
share the happiness of our children, who enjoy the proper care in
a safe and stimulating environment.

Thanks to members’ dedicated support and staff’'s devotion and
hard work, a series of events were successfully held to celebrate
the Society’s 90" anniversary in 2016, including the Staff
Annual Dinner in February, Joint Nursery School Art Exhibition
in September, Symposium on “Child Care and Development” in
October, Gala Ball in November and our first Charity Walk and
first Hong Kong edited volume on child care in December. In the
past year, we also enjoyed the fruits of our advocacy work on free
quality kindergarten education for all, quality and affordable child
care for young children and early screening, early assessment
and early intervention for children at risk of developmental
disabilities. We made big progress in piloting On-site Pre-school
Rehabilitation Services and preparing for the Free Quality
Kindergarten Education Scheme that started in 2017 to 2018
school year as well.

With 11 officiating guests, headed by Ms. Annie Tam, J.P,
Permanent Secretary for Labour and Welfare, and a good turn
up rate of 6 senior Government officials, 5 LegCo members, 30
academics and NGO leaders in the welfare and early childhood
education field, the Annual Dinner on 20 February 2016 was
a successful kick-off event for the Society’s 90th anniversary
celebration, in drawing the attention of the Government, the
public and related sectors on the Society’s devotion and long
years contribution to Hong Kong children’s welfare.

The Joint Nursery Schools Art Exhibition, held from 23 to 28
September 2016 in Citywalk, Tsuen Wan, with the theme “Rooted
in Hong Kong for 90 Years: Love Hong Kong”, was another
successful event. The exhibition included 18 large exhibits,
composed of nearly 20,000 small art pieces gathered during
2015 to 2016 art week activities of our 17 nursery schools. The
exhibition attracted nearly 10,000 visitors, including many parents
and was successful in showcasing our children’s creativity and
their ability to express themselves through amazing art pieces.
Most guests and visitors of the exhibition were astonished to find
our children, with the help of their parents and teachers, could
produce such high quality work.

The Symposium on “Child Care and Development” held on 14
and 15 October 2016, and the first Hong Kong edited volume
entitled “Child Care Policy and Services in Hong Kong” published
in December 2016, were two signature events to showcase the
Society’s expertise and close to 80 years’ contribution to child care
services. It was co-organized with the Department of Social Work,
Hong Kong Baptist University and supported by 21 organizations,
with three overseas experts (Prof. Helen Penn from the United
Kingdom, Dr. Mi Young An from South Korea and Dr. Yin Ping
Teng from Taiwan). Other speakers included 9 Hong Kong based
experts and 18 local speakers (including 8 HKSPC staff members)
with expertise in child care policy, child development and family
support presenting in the symposium. We were successful in
drawing nearly 400 attendees, including 19 Government officials,
27 scholars, 26 social workers, 18 from medical and para-medical
field, 175 from early childhood education and care and 51 NGO
heads or senior staff. These two initiatives were also successful
in stimulating more discussion on how quality child care can
contribute to young children’s optimal development and pave the
way for re-focusing the role of child care services in Hong Kong in
later policy discussion in 2017.
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The two major 90th anniversary fundraising events were also very
successful. The Gala Ball, with the theme “The Never-Ending
Story”, graced by the presence of Professor Chan Ka-keung,
SBS, JP, Secretary for Financial Services & the Treasury of
HKSAR, was held on 19 November 2016. Attended by over
300 people, the event raised HK$4.2 million, with the generous
support from donors. We were also successful in launching our
first Charity Walk on 17 December 2016, that had good potential
to grow into another big popular fundraising event in the future.
More than 120 participants joined for a 2-km walk, a buffet lunch
and a fun-filled carnival.

In 2016 to 2017, the Society grasped various opportunities to
participate in the development of Government policy on “Free
Quality Kindergarten Education Scheme”, “Consultancy Study
on Child Care Services” and “Evaluation of Pilot Scheme on
Pre-school Rehabilitation Services”. The Chief Executive Election
campaign in 2017 also provided an opportunity to pursue our
advocacy work and help to influence future policy.

Last year the Labour and Welfare Bureau agreed to add 10 new
day créches in 5 years and the recently released 2017 Policy
Address also announced the launch of new day creches with a
total capacity 300 places by phases. Following years of lobbying,
the Government finally started to give a direct subsidy to day
creches that approximately equivalent to 11% of its annual
operating cost since 2016 to 2017. We were glad that the long
awaited “Consultancy Study on Child Care Services” started in
early 2017 to explore the long term development of child care
services in Hong Kong, and give different stakeholders a golden
opportunity to express their views on the role of professional
child care services in family support and child development and
urge the Government to resume systematic service planning to
close the huge service gap and solve the long term problems
of day creches and nursery schools. In view of the much higher
salary range for kindergarten teachers and principals, under the
“Free Quality Kindergarten Education Scheme” to be effective in
September 2017, we collaborated the “Child Care Centre Service
Network for 0-3 Years Old Children”, to lobby the Social Welfare
Department for a designated lump sum subvention to subsidize
educare staff salaries and prevent serious staff turnover and
corresponding heavy financial burden for parents. We are
pleased to report that, so far, the response has been positive.

We are particularly happy that Education Bureau finally agreed to
recognize the need of nursery schools for additional manpower
to support long full day educare services for young children.
Nursery schools will be allowed to employ up to 1.4 times the
standard manpower for full day classes, as long as we do not
charge a high monthly school fee. Though not adequate, the
Government has also responded to our appeal for the need
of supporting children at risk of developmental disabilities, by
lowering the teacher to child ratio further from 1:12 to 1:11, in the
upcoming “Free Quality Kindergarten Education Scheme”.
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With an added subvention of HK$21.5 million in 2015 to 2016, last
year we have made considerable effort to develop new services
and ensure their quality, including the 2-year Government contract
to pioneer the “Pilot Scheme on On-site Pre-school Rehabilitation
Services” in 17 HKSPC nursery schools, 1 outside nursery school
and 2 kindergartens. In 2016 to 2017, we provided on-site or
centre-based rehabilitation training to 157 young children and
regular parent meetings, parent workshops/ parent-child activities
as well. A total of about 3,800 and 2,400 training sessions were
conducted by professional therapists, and special child care
workers respectively and 123 consultations were provided
for teachers. With the continuous support of the Lee Hysan
Foundation, we continued to screen nearly 700 young children
for developmental disabilities, through the “Little Giant Learning
and Development Project” and provided early assessment and
training to needy cases. 240 parent consultations and 27 training
groups on dyslexia, attention deficit and social skills were also
provided to 147 children.

In the past year, we continued to help a large number of needy
children and families through our two Children and Family
Services Centres, serving about 1,000 families and 3,500 children
and parents. Systematic programmes were organized to enhance
young children’s development, build regular family exercise habit,
promote parent-child play and parent-child bonding, increase
mental health awareness and facilitate parent-child stress
management and resilience to adversity, as well as motivating
deprived parents to learn age appropriate positive parenting.
Some projects, including “Fun to Learn for Youngster (FLY II)
Project”, “Hug Your Family Project”, “V build Project”, “Fun Fun
Health Parent-child Exercise Project”, “Seeking for Dream Park
Project”, “Parent-child Quality Play Corner”, “Mobile Toy Library
Project” in nursery schools, “Social Prescription for Family
Wellness Scheme”, “Love to Read” — “Parent-child Reading
Scheme” and “Resilience Enhancement Project” were conducted
with these aims. A variety of activities matching different needs,
such as psycho-social development groups/ programmes,
children interest classes, parent-child activities, family activities
and parenting workshops were also organised. A total of 1,732
counselling sessions / parent consultations were provided to
families that required more intensive intervention. Altogether 2
Centres have organized 776 programmes, with more than 3,000
sessions and a grand total attendance of about 52,000.

After School Care and Tutorial Classes in Children and Family
Services Centre (Sham Mong Districts), as well as “Whole
Learning Project III” in Children and Family Services Centre
(Kowloon City), remained as important study support we provided
to low income families, especially for ethnic minority children
and students with special education needs. In the past year, we
supported the study of about 200 children in two Centres.
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We continued to give lot of support to ethnic minority families
through our Children and Family Services Centre (Kowloon City).
Last year, we served more than 340 ethnic minority children and
mothers and paid more attention and supported their Chinese
learning. On top of study support provided by the “Whole Learning
Project III”, last year our work foci were supporting ethnic minority
mothers to build and broaden their community support network
and strengthen their ability to handle problems in daily life. At
the same time, we continued to organize integrative programmes
to bring local and ethnic minority families together, to promote
mutual acceptance and appreciation of a multi-culture in the
community.

In 2016 to 2017, besides the Joint Nursery School Art Exhibition,
4 nursery schools have started to develop and pilot their
school-based English curriculum, after their seed teachers
have completed the “Quality English Language Education
at Pre-primary Level Project — Sustainability Programme” of
Standing Committee on Language Education and Research.
More support was also given to children’s oral health through
the help of Dr. Gillian Lee of Department of Paediatric Dentistry,
The University of Hong Kong. Apart from regular school visits
to conduct dental check, simple vision ,speech tests and parent
talks on prevention and treatment of tooth decay of young
children, 2 to 3 times more follow-up cases were also provided to
those children who required treatment within 12 months.

In the previous year, our Children’s Residential Home continued to
be busy with the major renovation project and the post-renovation
re-registration application for each floor. We continued to
implement various activities to enrich children’s life experience
and collaborated with 5 day créeches to implement the agency’s
“Benchmark for Infant Care”, to support staff's continuous
learning and child care skill enrichment. With the support of
Hedge Funds Care (Asia) Limited, in the past year we continued
to implement the “Little Angel Guardian Project” to supplement
our support to the children’s developmental needs and enhance
parent education on child care and parenting, as many children
would resume home care after 2 to 3 years of residential service.
Last year, we faced a big challenge of taking care of large number
of infants from mothers with drug abuse problem, yet with little
information about these mothers’ medical history and unknown
medical needs of their babies.
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In the preceding year, all senior managerial staff and Human
Resources Department were busy preparing a major
remuneration package and recruitment strategy review for
educare related staff of day creches, nursery schools, Children’s
Residential Home and pre-school rehabilitation services,
to prepare for the implementation of new salary range of
kindergarten teachers as announced by Education Bureau and
the unknown competition in the educare labour market.

In the past year, the Society continued to face a number
of challenges, including serious staff retention problem for
residential child care workers, social workers and workmen.
As we are expecting a major policy change in early childhood
education in September 2017, with a significant increase in
teaching staff salary and increased Government investment in
kindergarten education, we would closely monitor its directimpact
on our nursery schools, negative impact on the staff cost of all
child care and pre-school rehabilitation services and monthly fee
of child care services, as well as possible recruitment and staff
retention problems arising from such changes.

Despite these external challenges, we have adopted measures
to contain the possible negative impact on the Society and the
enrolment of our day créches and nursery schools remained high
at 99.9% and 97.6% respectively, compared with 98.3% and
97.8% in the previous year.

In the financial year ended 31 March 2017, our operating income
from core activities was HK$184.5 million against operating
expenditure of HK$182.5 million resulting in an operating
surplus from core activities of HK$2 million. Having taken into
account the net fundraising and donations, the Society achieved
an operating surplus of HK$13 million. Due to the fair value
accounting treatment of investment, the final Society’s result had
an operating surplus of HK$15 million in the year.

With regard to the Lump Sum Grant (LSG) Subvention from the
Social Welfare Department, the cumulative LSG Reserve as at
31 March 2017 was HK$20,378,784 (please refer to https://www.
swd.gov.hk/en/index/site_ngo/page_AFRandRR/)which included
HK$9,185,059 kept in the LSG Reserve holding account. The
LSG Reserve would be used to improve the reward system to
staff, staff retention, staff training and service enhancements.
Regarding the Provident Fund (PF) Reserve for non-snapshot
staff under LSG, the cumulative balance as at 31 March 2017
was HK$3,941,420. The Society would plan how to use the PF
reserve to reward staff under the existing reward system.
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The coming year will be an exciting one for HKSPC with lots of
uncertainties ahead. While all our nursery schools will enjoy more
Government investment on early childhood education, we also
expect there may be more demands on school administration,
accountability, curriculum, quality review and professional
training. We also expect the results of the Consultancy Study
on Child Care Services will be out by mid-2018 and there may
be corresponding policy changes that affect the welfare of many
families and generations of young children.

The lack of a comprehensive and co-ordinated children policy
and strategies to ensure and promote the well-being of Hong
Kong children with diverse socio-economic backgrounds, is the
root cause of many problems and slow development of services
for young children and parent support. After 20 years of lobbying
by child advocates (including HKSPC in last 10 years), the Chief
Executive has pledged, in her 2017 Policy Address, to form a
Commission on Children. It will be another golden opportunity
to negotiate with the Hong Kong Government on formulating a
comprehensive child policy framework and developing strategies
to ensure children’s wellbeing. We will take advantage of this
opportunity to actively participate in related discussions and give
suggestions on how to formulate an effective Commission on

Children.

On behalf of the Society, | would like to express my deepest
gratitude to the numerous donors, sponsors and members of
the public for their continuing support of the Society.

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babies. There are only 738 places available at stand-alone
Child Care Centre for 0 to 3 years old infants, even when taking
Kindergarten-cum-Mixed Child Care Centre into account, there
are only 1,025 places for 0 to 2 years old in the entire Hong
Kong. Until March 2017, 1,527 babies were queuing for the 320
places in our 5 day créches, which is close to 5 times more than
our service quotas, reflecting a serious shortage of day creche
service. In view of this pressing demand, we will be adding 9
places in Esther Lee Day Créche in the end of 2017.

Holistic Care and Nurture

“Care and Nurture” has always been the dual service objectives
of HKSPC day créeche service. We have been continuously
improving the “Infant Development Plan” and activity guidelines,
complemented by application of the “Child Development
Checklist” developed by HKSPC educational psychologist and the
professional team, to review infant or toddler’s developments on a
regular basis.

The “Sign Language Collaborative Programme for Infants”
developed by the Department of Linguistics and Modern
Language of The Chinese University of Hong Kong (CUHK) have
been fully implemented in our 5 day créches in year 2015 to 2016.
Following this we have founded the “Sign Language Collaborative
Programme — Teacher Seedling Team”. Selected teachers
from different day créches were assigned to follow up on the
programme’s implementation, to prepare for the further reduction

of hearing tutor support from CUHK next year and to ensure the
programme can be run by staff independently in the future.

Meanwhile, our day créches and Children’s Residential Home
continued to collaborate in implementing the “Benchmark for
Infant Care”. The 12 basic modules have been taught and regular
assessments have been successfully completed. Through the
scheme, all child care workers have enhanced their knowledge on
basic care benchmark, to ensure that we continue to deliver high-
quality services.

Parent Education

We have always been committed to establish a good and close
relationships with the parents, we partnered with parents to foster
the healthy development of infants and toddlers together. Same as
before, each day creche organized regular activities for parents,
including “Parents Visit Day”, “Baby Hotline” and “Parents Tea
Gathering”, etc. to support parents understand the daily routine

and services at the créche.

In the past year, we also organized different thematic seminars
and workshops for parents, namely “Developing Self-care Skills”,
“Health and lliness Care”, “Sensory and Motor Skills”, “Sign
Language Parent Day”, “Nutrition and Health” and “Healthy Soup
Menus”, etc. We also organized large scale parent-child activities
including holiday celebrations and Sports Day to foster parent-
child relationship.

Service Features

Life Skills and Social-emotional Development

Every day créche is committed to support infants and toddlers
to benefit from their daily routine and social life. Through group
activities, they are taught to identify and regulate their emotions,
to build early social skills, develop good habits and self-care
abilities.

Sensory Integration and Body Movements

Besides daily routine, infants and toddlers are provided a variety
of suitable sensory stimulations such as sight, hearing, smell,
taste, touch, vestibular and proprioceptive balance, etc. Staff also
offer advices to parents to further enhance their children’s sensory
integration at home.
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Cognition and Multiple Intelligences

Each day creche has set up different learning corners to provide
infants and toddlers with a stimulating learning environment, to
encourage them to explore and to develop their learning interests,
so as to facilitate the development of their cognition and multiple
intelligences.

Language Communication

Besides providing a rich learning environment to facilitate infant
and toddler’s language comprehension and expression, our
day créches have integrated “baby sign” in their daily activities
and routines, to further enhance children’s early language
development.

Service Advocacy

HKSPC cooperated with other child care organisations to
establish a “0 to 3 Years Old Child Care Centre Service Network”,
to appeal to the Social Welfare Department (SWD) to increase
supply of day créches, review its service planning and to improve
on their outdated and stringent financial monitoring system and
low subvention level which have affected service development
and made day créche service unaffordable for parents. We also
looked into the possible negative impacts of free kindergarten
education on the human resources and finance of day créches.

After years of efforts, Labour and Welfare Bureau finally launched
the “Consultancy Study on the Long-term Development of Child
Care Services” in March 2017, this study will directly influence
government’s future decision on Child Care Policies. Hence,
HKSPC, “0 to 3 Years Old Child Care Centre Service Network”
and “Day Créche Parents Association” also actively expressed
our opinions on government’s roles, service positioning, the urge
for professional child care services and resources allocations, etc.

We were glad that the government actively responded the
possible negative impacts of free kindergarten education on day
créche’s manpower and finance in the 2017 Policy Address, and
they promised to provide a lump sum grant to the affected service
providers to retain professional staff to support sustainable
development of child care services. Regarding the issue of the
serious shortage of day créche service, with a proven shortfall
of a long waiting list in the past 5 years, the unfailing efforts of
different stakeholders to communicate with the SWD, plus the
attention from the media, last year SWD finally confirmed to
increase the supply of day créche service quotas in the coming
years, to cater for the pressing needs for the service.
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Way Forward

In the coming year, our day créches will continue to implement
our “Infant Development Plan”, “Sign Language Collaborative
Programme for Infants” and “Benchmark for Infant Care”, to
achieve our service direction of dual emphasis on “Care and
Nurture”. At the same time, we will increase the supply of day
creche services and promote the sustainable development of
professional child care services.

The “Consultancy Study on the Long-term Development of Child
Care Services” will definitely be a milestone for Hong Kong child
care services, for its results will directly influence the position and
development of future services. HKSPC shall actively join hands
with other service partners and parents to initiate discussions
among the government and the public regarding the roles of child
care services on children’s growth and development. Through
collaboration with our research team, we will investigate into the
shortages of child care services and the problems brought forth by
the lack of service planning and support. We shall also urge the
government to establish a more comprehensive policy on early
childhood education and care for young children and support for
their parents, so as to provide more appropriate support to our
young children’s development.

Nursery Schools
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Every year, our 17 kindergarten-cum-child care centres (“Nursery
Schools”) design curriculum that composed with theme-based,
projects, music, arts, festival celebrations, astronomy, science
and physical fitness activities, with the aim to promote children’s
development in the 6 main learning domains. We provide a
happy, caring, safe and stimulating learning environment to lay
a good foundation for 2,014 children aged from 2 to 6 for their
lifelong learning and facilitate their whole-person development.
We also launch new initiatives to address the needs of children
and their parents and collaborate with parents to nurture their
children with good habits and self-directed learning, to promote
healthy development.

Highlights of the Year

“Rooted in Hong Kong for 90 Years - Love
Hong Kong” Joint Nursery Schools Art
Exhibition

To celebrate HKSPC’s 90" anniversary, our 17 nursery schools
had organized a joint art exhibition from 23 to 28 September 2016
at the Event Hall of Citywalk in Tsuen Wan. The themes were “Love
People”, “Love the Environment” and “Love Hong Kong”. Our
Art Instructor and teachers had been leading over 2,000 children
and their parents to participate through individual, group and
parent-child art activities during their school-based “Art Week”
project; nearly 20,000 art pieces had been created which were
then compiled into different massive scale 2D and 3D artworks
and scenes, to express their concept of love and their sentiment
to Hong Kong, as well as to illustrate the development of HKSPC
throughout these 90 years. The exhibits also demonstrated our
children’s achievements in different learning domains, and our
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emphasis in nurturing children with the sense of appreciation and
creative imagination, cherishing life and appreciating the beauty in
everyday life.

The exhibition achieved a record of nearly 10,000 parents and
public visitors, in addition, 3 afternoon sessions of “Professional
Guided Tours” had been arranged from 26 to 28 September
2016 , of which our Art Instructor shared about the objectives and
planning of the exhibition to 60 early childhood education students
from different tertiary institutions. We hoped these teachers-to-be
could gain better understanding of children’s ability in art creation
through these guided tours.

Curriculum Design and Staff Training

Based on Education Bureau’s Guide to the Pre-primary
Curriculum and Performance Indicators (Pre-primary Institutions),
the learning contents of each level was designed for progressive
learning, based on children’s development. We adopted the
“Thematic Approach”, “Small Group Teaching Approach”, “Project
Approach” and “Whole Language Approach” in daily teaching. We
also emphasized on nurturing children’s ability in problem solving,
understanding daily life experience with multiple perspectives and
appreciating art. Through moral education and progressive life
education programmes, we cultivated children’s positive values
and attitudes like sharing love with one another, being optimistic
and caring, cherishing resources, protecting the environment,
and respecting life, etc. This year in particular we had been
actively seeking external resources like applying different funds
and participating in programmes organized by professional
organizations, to strengthen our children’s physical development,
encourage parent-child sports activities and facilitate children’s
holistic and balanced development with additional resources.

* Quality Education Fund

6 of our nursery schools had successfully applied for the
Quality Education Fund in the past 2 years. This year, 2 more
schools had been granted the funding, to implement “Fun
in Language Learning” by Operation Santa Claus Fanling
Nursery School and “Let’s Play and Move Together” by Ocean
Shores Nursery School. With the funding, we hope to enhance
teachers in designing better school-based curriculum with
better equipment and arranging professionals to conduct staff
training, parents’ workshops and consultation services.
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* “Prevent First before Reuse and Recycle”

Campaign and “Kids Greenway?” Initiative

6 of our nursery school, in the year 2016 to 2017 had
joined the “Kids Greenway” Initiative launched by The Child
Education Centre for Teaching and Learning (CECTL)
supported by the “Environmental and Conservation Fund”
and the “Environmental Campaign Committee”, to promote
‘use less, waste less’ to our children through their training and
teaching kits and professional exchange platform. As the pilot
school participating in the “Prevent First before Reuse and
Recycle” Campaign in the year 2015 to 2016, BOC Nursery
School received the visit of lecturers and 15 kindergartens
that plan to join “Kids' Greenway” and participated in a sharing
session to share our experience in launching the campaign in
our school, in helping the organizers to promote their ideas of
environmental protection.

* English Language Curriculum Development

The majority of our nursery schools employed on-site English
instructor to teach English along with school teachers. In
the past years, teachers from 4 of our nursery schools (Ma
Tau Chung Nursery School, Hong Kong Bank Foundation
Nursery School, Thomas Tam Nursery School and Mr &
Mrs Thomas Tam Nursery School) had completed the
“Quality English Language Education at Pre-Primary Level
Project - Sustainability Programme” of Standing Committee
on Language Education and Research (SCOLAR), and
started to develop their school-based English Language
Curriculum. Sham Tseng Nursery School had also joined “On-
site Professional English Language Development Support
Scheme” by the Education Bureau, to further improve their
school’s English curriculum, and shared with parents how to
enrich children’s English learning environment and their ability
to speak in English.

“Orff Kids Music Curriculum” & “Regular
Arts Teaching Project” Teaching Trainings

Every September to January, we arranged teacher to attend
trainings organized by Carl Orff Kids Music International
Education Institute and HKSPC art instructor. Through talks
and demonstration, teachers learned or reviewed their skills in
conducting music lessons; our art instructor helped broaden
teachers’ creativity by demonstrating the techniques used in
conducting art classes.
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HKSPC had been providing Integrated Programme to 126
children, and monitoring service users’ development by
the “Child Development Checklist” developed by us. Our
Educational Psychologist and Service Coordinator regularly
visited the nursery schools to ensure the operation was
smooth, and appropriate trainings were arranged (such
as visiting related facilities and in-house sharing sessions)
to enhance their professional expertise and encourage
experience exchange. We hope to facilitate Integrated
Programme Teachers (IP Teachers) to design more effective
teaching plans for individual, small group, whole class and
classroom management, etc. that facilitated inclusive learning
of children with mild special education needs (SEN) and
support them to integrate with other children and society at
large, and to enhance their holistic development in physical
fitness, intelligence, emotion, social skill, language and self-
care, etc., so as to support children to integrate more easily
into community in the future.

The topic for this year’s sharing session was “Positive
Parenting”. A series of training activities were organized,
with the objective to equip IP Teachers with better skills to
encourage parents to collaborate with school in supporting
children’s learning together and supporting parents to conduct
home based training.

Support to Children and Parents

Parents have always been their children’s role model and played
a significant role in their children’s development. We encouraged
parents to collaborate with schools in nurturing their children’s
developmental needs by keeping parents informed of the learning
progress of their children and to conduct parent education
programmes.

Our schools share with parents twice a year the result of Child
Development Checklist and samples of school works. In doing
so0, parents could gain better understanding of their children’s
learning process and progress. Home-school collaboration
could be facilitated through follow-ups at home and appropriate
referrals to school social workers or other support services. By
analyzing data collected from the Child Development Checklist
of different levels, the school could comprehend children’s
overall developmental needs and design better school plans
for the forthcoming year.
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Last year, social workers from Children and Family Services
Centre (Sham Mong Districts) conducted parents’ workshops/
talks at our 17 nursery schools on children’s developmental
needs, nurturing children’s sense of responsibility and positive
parenting for parents. The topics included “Parent-child
Fundamentals”, “Enhancing Parent-child Relationship through
Play”, “Sex Education for Children”, “Community Resources
Information Day”, “Skills on Positive Parenting”, “Parent-child
Game — How to Strengthen Parent-child Relationship”, “Fun
in Extending Attention Span”, “Helping Your Child's Emotional
Regulation”, “Co-operating with Grandparents in Parenting”,
“Understanding the Influence of Family-of-origin”, “Moral
Education”, etc. These talks provided useful tips to parents
on executing their parental roles and how to discipline their
children effectively.

The Centre of Child Enlightenment continued to provide the
“Little Giant Learning and Development Support Project”
to our 17 nursery schools and 3 Kindergartens by offering
teacher trainings, school-based case consultation, professional
assessments to our teachers to develop a school system for
early identification and intervention to children with suspected
developmental delay. At the same time, the project offered
parent support groups and small group trainings to help
parents accept their children’s individual differences, and thus
to pursue timely assessments and rehabilitation trainings.

The Centre of Child Enlightenment launched the “Magic
Classroom Learning Support Project” at the 17 nursery
schools, to provide on-site rehabilitation services to diagnosed
cases who were queuing for Social Welfare Department’s
Pre-school Rehabilitation Services. Other than individual and
group trainings, the professional team also offered training
and advices to teachers, to strengthen their skills on caring for
children with special education needs. At the same time, the
team also supported parents to accept their children’s special
needs and deal with challenges in parenting their children.
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Our nursery schools continued to better prepare children
for primary school life by arranging annual “Primary One
Adjustment Talk” to parents of graduating students, through
school-base “Primary One Adjustment Programme” and visiting
primary schools. In June 2016, Children and Family Services
Centre (Sham Mong Districts) conducted “Happy Promotion to
Primary One (Tips for Action)” to provide information to parents
on handling possible behavioural and emotional changes of
their children after promoting to Primary One.

Dr. Gillian Lee, Clinical Associate Professor in Paediatric
Dentistry of The University of Hong Kong, visited our nursery
schools from November 2016 to March 2017 to conduct dental
check, simple vision and speech tests, and organized parent
talks on prevention and treatments of tooth decay. Dr. Lee
had conducted 2 to 3 times follow up for cases that required
treatment within 12 months. The parent talks were well
covered with teeth protection tips, teeth brushing techniques
and individual consultation, to help our parents to be more
aware of their children’s dental needs and oral health in early
years and have better prevention and early treatment for oral
health issues.

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Forthcoming Challenges

The Government demonstrated its determination to provide
quality pre-school education to all children by announcing the
implementation of the “Free Quality Kindergarten Education
Scheme” from 2017 to 2018 school year. Children are our
future, and pre-school years is an important milestone, so all
stakeholders are keen to witness the fruit of quality pre-school
education. HKSPC has been committed to facilitate all-rounded
and balanced whole-person development of our children, so
they would become a person with optimism, healthy body,
positive values, enjoying exploration and learning, willingness
to communicate and socialize, and be creative and imaginative.
In response to more government investment in early childhood
education, the Society would pursue more service excellence in
the future.

Following the launch of “Free Quality Kindergarten Education
Scheme” from 2017 to 2018 school year, the Education Bureau
(EDB) has issued new curriculum guideline and performance
indicators. Trainings would be organized for school management
and teaching staff, and their professionalism would also be more
concerned than ever. To improve teaching standards, the EDB
would provide more resources to improve manpower ratio too. In
response to the new page in early childhood education, besides
recruiting more qualified teachers, we would also allocate more
resources on staff trainings to elevate our teaching quality.
We would continue to seek for external resources and funding
to enrich teaching and children activities, and to continuously
improve our curriculum. We would strengthen our management
and the culture of self-evaluation, to support our schools to
pursue for upmost service quality.
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Children’s Residential Home (CRH) is Hong Kong'’s largest
residential créche for children under 3 years of age. We provide a
24-hour round-the-clock residential care service to 104 children.
In 2016 to 2017, we had 32 new admissions, and had provided
timely services to 124 young children in total.

In 2016 to 2017, the main reasons for admissions include:
parents’ drug abuse problem (53%), suspected child abuse (38%)
and parents’ emotional problems (9%). In view that the ratio of
drug abuse parents had surged, we allocated more resources
on providing counselling and other supports to these parents.
We had been continuously improving our service to cater for
complicated family cases and increasing demands from parents,
to facilitate whole-person development of our children and to offer
dedicated support to parents.
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Holistic Care and Nurture for Children

Love and Care for Children

To fulfill our young children’s emotional and attachment needs
and build their sense of security, CRH was committed to
promote parent education and volunteer services, and launched
professional support services as well as the “Guardian Angel to
Infants in CRH” Project, to deepen children’s experience of love
and care.

1. Parent’s Education
To promote parents to establish better parent-child
relationships and encourage them to actively participate in
various parent-child activities, so as to strengthen their role
as effective parents.

2. Volunteer Service

To develop diversified volunteer services, enrich young
children’s life experiences and facilitate them to experience
more love. The volunteer service was affected during the
period of renovation as the living space of children was
compromised. CRH was grateful for the understanding
and support from volunteers. Besides, with the support
and sponsor of corporates and volunteers, all volunteer
services and additional outdoor activities were successfully
implemented.

3. Professional Supports
Funded by Social Welfare Department, we offered social
worker and psychologist supports to infants and children
in needs through small group trainings. Staff and parents
were offered professional advices, counselling and training
services as well.

4. “Guardian Angel to Infants in CRH” Project
Some of our work for young children and their parents were
supported by Hedge Funds Care (Asia) Limited, to facilitate
children’s development and enhance parents’ parenting
skills.

" IREEESA service Highlights-
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After years of planning, the major renovation project had started
last year. To avoid the possible negative health impacts on our
children, the project was divided into 2 phases. Since approval
from Social Welfare Department was required for the use of
venue after renovation, thus it would take more than a year, and
we expected the operation could be fully resumed next year.

Despite having just half of the usual space for children’s daily
activities during renovation, the morale of staff team remained
high to face daily challenges and launched different contingency
measures to help children adapt to the changes in care
environment to minimalize negative impacts on our services.

We all look forward to a modern and more stimulating care
environment to provide better care and nurture to our children,
and a more comfortable workplace for our staff who need to work
in shifts.

CRH is the only 24-hour professional respite residential care
provider for newborn to 2 years old children in Hong Kong. We
offered 1 quota per day to support families which need emergency
support and short term placement. This service aimed to assist
parents to alleviate their pressure in child care, and to reduce the
risk of children being left unattended at home.

Last year, during renovation we had reduced the service quota
and had received 184 service requests. Among them, 13.6%
required whole day service and 20.7% required night time service.
Main reasons for admission included: carers’ work demand
(58.3%) and handling emergency issues and needed support in
child care (27.8%).

CRH was grateful to receive regular or one-off donations from
generous individual or organization donors, which had helped us
to improve children’s quality of life. They included Mr. Andy Chan,
Ms. Lisa Cheng, Hedge Funds Care (Asia) Limited, Maman &
Bebe Ltd., Hong Kong Academy, Box of Hope and Hong Kong
Red Cross Humanitarian Education Centre, etc.
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Professional development was very important to maintain and
upgrade service quality of CRH. Besides regular trainings such
as crisis management, "Benchmark for Infant Care", work safety
and workshops/seminars on young children and parents’ needs,
we also customized trainings for staff to release their stress,
build team spirit and enhance communication skills with parents.
These trainings helped to improve our staff’'s work skills and hence
bettered our service quality.

With the completion of the major renovation project, we look
forward to creating a more favourable living environment for our
children and a more comfortable working environment for our staff.
We also hope to bring in more diversified learning opportunities
and activities to our children, to satisfy their diversified
developmental needs.

To improve our team’s efficiency, we were actively computerizing
our management system to assist staff to manage our service data
more efficiently and systematically. This would help us to offer
better nursing and care services to our children.

With the development of Pre-primary Education and 15-Year-
Free Education policy in 2017 to 2018, we foresee CRH would be
facing the risk of higher turnover and recruitment difficulties. We
would communicate with the Social Welfare Department about the
new challenges and sought their help to deal with them.

Meanwhile, we would also strengthen professional trainings to
staff, and to continuously develop our staff team to assure our
service quality.
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With identifying family needs in the community, developing
community networks among underprivileged families and
enhancing family life quality as our service objectives, we
continued to serve the community with services to promote
healthy child development and to strengthen family functioning.
In 2016 to 2017, we had in total 497 registered family members,
with a total of 1,719 people; among them 43% were children and
57% were their parents or adult family members. Nearly 30% of
our members were from deprived families and 18% of them were
ethnic minority families.

Last year, we had provided 306 activities with 1,499 group
sessions and large-scale activities, 922 sessions of consultation /
counselling services, 297 times of computer borrowing service
and 142 attendances for “Parent-child Quality Corner”, adding up
to total attendance of 22,924.

Among the 306 activities that we organized, 40% were on
strengthening family relations and functions, 31% on supporting
child development, 20% on assisting child’s learning, and 8% on
promoting racial harmony and community integration. Volunteer
trainings and services accounted for 1%.

And among the 922 sessions of counselling services, 69% were
short term counselling cases and 31% were consultation cases.
For the categories of cases, 43.5% were related to children’s
emotion and psychological health problems, 34.5% about family
relations, child discipline and family financial difficulties, 8.9% on
child development adaptation issues, 8.8% on learning difficulties
and 4.3% on peers.
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ARFEZEEN Service Highlights

Holistic Child Development Services

Last year, we actively organised diversified activities for children
of different age groups, to improve their emotional health, social
skills, problem solving skills, leadership skills and good characters
building and to facilitate their whole-person development,
including moral, intellectual, physical, social, aesthetic, life
planning and emotion managements, etc.

Activities designed for children aged 0 to 6 years old include
“Stories and Games Treasury” Developmental Group, “Do It
By Myself’, “Joyful Cooking Class”, “Self-care Learning Group”
and “Fun Fun Healthy Exercise” Physical Exercise Group, etc.
Activities for primary and secondary school students of age
6 to 16 include “Be the Master of your Emotions” Emotional
Management Group, “Movies Can Show Us” Social Skills and
Emotional Management Group, “Workshop on Preparation for
Secondary School Interviews” and “Volunteer Group for Female
Secondary School Students”, etc.

We were grateful for the sponsorship from Kowloon City Youth
Development Committee to launch the “Resilience Enhancement”
Project during October to December 2016. The project aimed
to improve resilience of children aged 6 to 12 years old
through 4 activities, namely (1) “Problem-solving Skills Training
Group”™—training children’s perseverance and skills in their daily
problem-solving; (2) “Parent-child Cooking Class and Volunteer
Service”™—children participated in volunteer training after their
cookery classes, and paid a visit to the elderly centre afterwards
to practice what they have learnt; (3) “Stress Management Group”
—for upper primary school students to understand their own
stressors and how to release their daily life stress; (4) “Back to the
Nature” Hiking Training — to train children’s perseverance, self-
care ability and problem-solving skills through outdoor cooking
activities. The project has benefitted 33 children, 6 parents and
20 elderly, with 123 attendances in total.

Support for Children’s Learning Service

Funded by the Hong Kong Jockey Club Charities Trust—
Community Project Grant, the 3-year Whole Learning Project I
continued to provide support to aged 3 to 5 years old local and
ethnic minority children from deprived families. Last year, we had
organized 851 sessions of activities, serving 10,038 attendances
in total. We continued to organize different types of Chinese class
for aged 3 to 5 years ethnic minority children and their parents,
including “Parent-child Chinese Class for K2-K3 Students”,
“Ethnic Minorities Play & Learn @ Home” and “Learning Chinese
with Fun” for young children, etc. to expose them to a Chinese
learning environment and to arouse their learning interests. We
also offered them opportunities to learn social skills and how to
regulate their emotions, to facilitate their overall development.

Besides, the Project also supported local and ethnic minority
children aged 6 to 13 years old from deprived families. Our
services included “Learning Together” After-school Tutorial
Class, Saturday Educational Courses on Chinese, English
and Mathematics, children training groups, visits and festival
celebrations, etc. We supported children’s learning as well as
fostered their personal development, broadened their daily life
experience and facilitated them to learn about different cultures.
We regularly organized parent groups and gathering, to allow
parents to discuss about their children’s learning and behavioral
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issues with our social workers and tutors. Our parent-child
activities also provided opportunities for parents to enjoy quality
time with their children out of their busy daily schedule.

Parent Education and Family Support
Services

Funded by Simon K.Y. Lee Children’s Fund, we cooperated with
The Hong Kong Polytechnic University and The University of
Hong Kong in launching the 9-month FLY Il project started in
October 2016. We offered 55 sessions of child development and
parenting training courses to children from 16 to 20 months old
and their parents from disadvantaged families. The courses were
conducted by senior social workers, to support toddler’s cognitive,
physical, language, social and emotional development. At the
same time, we offered trainings on children’s developmental
needs and parenting skills to parents. The project was expected
to complete in June 2017. We have recruited 22 pairs of parent-
child (44 people in total) to participate in the project. Some of
them were invited to participate in pre and post assessments and
the data collected would be used to evaluate and improve the
programme.

Funded by HSBC Social Partnership Fund, the one year “Hug
Your Family Project” was launched in September 2015 and was
completed in August 2016, benefitting 7,188 attendances in total.
The project aimed to increase understanding and awareness of
the importance of non-verbal communications between parents
and their children, in order to establish better parent-child
relationship. Last year, activities organised include: “Hugging You
100 Days” Family Calendar-making Activity, Hugging Parent-child
Photgraphy Competition "Hug with love”, “Baby Massage Class”,
“Parent-child Acupoint Massage Class”, “Parent-child Yoga Class”
and Parent Talk on “Strengthening Parent-child Relationship
through Acupoint Massage”, etc.
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ARFEZEEN Service Highlights

In 2016, we were glad to be funded by HSBC Social Partnership
Fund again to launch the one year “V Build Project” from
September 2016 to August 2017, as an extension of the “Hug
Your Family Project” to help families in the community to enhance
their parent-child relationship. Events organised include “We Build
Family with Love” Carnival, “Selfie with My Family” Family Activity,
Parent-child Drawing Class, Parent-child Emoji Artwork Group,
Parent-child Short Film Making Group, Parent-child Cooking
Class, “Joyful Family” Parent-child Calendar-making Activity and
Parent Talk on “Playful Dad & Mom” to help families experience
the joy of intimate parent-child interactions and motivate them to
rebuild their relationship.

Our Centre added the “Parent-child Quality Play Corner” in July
2016, to provide a “Child-Centered” parent-child play service
to facilitate parents to read and play with their children, and to
enjoy quality time together, so as to improve their parent-child
relationship. We organised briefing sessions of the service every
month to help parents understand the importance of play to
children and our service objectives before they started to use our
service. Until March 2017, 45 families had visited the Play Corner,
with a total of 142 attendances.

Ethnic Minority Family Support Services

Around 20% of our members are ethnic minorities mainly from
India and Pakistan. To help these families to adapt to living in
Hong Kong and to integrate into the community, our Centre started
to employ Ethnic Minority Programme Officer to assist organizing
activities for ethnic minority families.

Last year, we regularly organised different thematic group activities
for ethnic minority women, such as “Tea Break for Moms” , “Healthy
Cooking Class”, “Health Workshop for Women”, “Badminton Fun”
and “Mom’s English Club”, etc. with the aim to build and broaden
their community support network, and to strengthen their ability to

handle problems in daily life.

Furthermore, the Centre also actively promotes racial harmony
through holding various integration programmes for different age
groups and ethnic groups, such as “Dancing Starz” Indian Dancing
Class and Rope Skipping Class for children, “Henna Class”,
“Nail Care & Nail Art Workshop”, and “Yoga Class for Moms”. We
also encouraged families from different ethnic backgrounds to
participate in “Rang Barsaye Holi Manayee”, Eid Celebration and
“Celebrate Diwali with Us, etc. These relaxing activities served
as effective bridges to promote understanding and interactions
between the Chinese and non-Chinese communities, and help to
foster racial harmony and community integration.

ARFEZEEN Service Highlights

Service Users Survey

Last year, we collected 79 returned questionnaires from our
service users with 55 of them from local families and 24 from
ethnic minority families. To summarize, 99% indicated that
our Centre has helped to enhance their children’s social and
emotional development, 98% agreed that our programmes
increased their children’s confidence, 94% agreed that their
children’s learning effectiveness and problem-solving skills
were improved. Besides, 95% of them agreed that our parent-
child activities provided opportunities to improve parent-child
communication and relationships between parents and their
children.

All respondents (100%) expressed satisfaction on our Centre’s
overall services. The most popular activities were parent-child
outings, followed by children’s developmental activities / groups,
children outdoor activities and visits, parent-child small groups,
celebrations, parent groups, parent talks / workshops, homework
guidance and learning support groups, and interest classes, etc.

34% of the respondents disclosed that they had sought
consultation / counselling from our social workers and all of
them (100%) agreed that the services could help them to solve
individual / child / family problems, and provided them emotional
support.

As for service quality, the average score was 87.8 out of 100
points.

Way Forward

In view of the increasing number of student suicides, more than
40% of our counselling cases were related to children’s emotional
disturbance or mental health issues. In the coming year our
Centre will focus on strengthening children and parents’ support
on self-awareness on their personal stress, and provide a platform
for them to handle and release negative emotions. We will also
provide diversified parent-child activities to promote positive
interactions among the family members, fueling individuals and
families with positive energy, so as to enhance resilience and to
help enhance families with love and positive energy.

Service Objectives

As a non-subvented social service unit, our Centre has 3 main
service objectives:

1. To promote essential elements for healthy development
of children and their families, and to strengthen family
functioning.

2. To promote parents’ active involvement in nurturing healthy
children.

3. To early identify families and children at risk, and to provide
them with appropriate, timely support and/or referrals to
suitable services in the community.

Member Profile

Until last year, we had 523 registered family members, with a
total of 1,782 children and parent members. Among them, 204
(39%) were from low income families or Comprehensive Social
Security Assistance (CSSA) recipients. Our Centre provided 470
activities (with 28,098 attendances), 410 parent consultations
and counselling on 39 cases. The major problems were: family
related issues (57%), learning related issues (20%) and individual
emotional / mental health problem (18%), etc. We have offered
400 face-to-face interviews and 155 collateral contacts to these
cases. Together with School Bags and Toy Library services, the
total number of attendance of the Centre had reached 29,063.

Last year, Deutsche Bank had funded our Centre to purchase
new sensory training equipment, and we invited Mr. Stephen
Chan, a very experienced Occupational Therapist to assist us
to design and produce a multi-functional ball pool for young
children’s sensory training individually and in group. This facility
provided children with special educational needs a relaxing
setting as to satisfy their sensory needs or reduce their sensory
hypersensitivity. We expected the facility would be ready and
social worker’s training be completed in April 2017 and we could
start the operation afterwards.

“I Can Do It” Project was an all-round study support programme
which provided homework support and intensive English classes
to assist children from low income families to cope with academic
requirements. The major objective was to support low income
parents in homework guidance and subsequently would release
parents’ pressure in study support, which often turned out into
parent-child conflicts.

After School Care and Tutorial Classes

Our Centre found that parents often faced difficulties in parenting
children with special educational needs (SEN) and many were
dual parents who could not support their children in learning and
provide after school care. Taking these reasons into account, our
social workers, put a high priority on children of this group in the
admission of after school care service, work together with our
tutors and parents to provide a targeted support in accordance
with the children's needs. Out of the 56 students that we served
last year, 14 were diagnosed with special educational needs and
10 were waiting for assessment or suspected cases, accounting
to 42.86% of our service users.

Case Sharing

Kwong was diagnosed with ADHD and attention deficit, due to
his special educational needs he had a hard time to meet the
disciplinary and homework requirement of his primary school.
He was often being punished and gradually he started to hate to
go to school. His situation went worse after promoting to P.3. He
intentionally missed handing in homework, provoked teachers
and had very bad grades in study. His mother was very worried
and all she could do was to scold Kwong. She also had a tense
relationship with her husband due to Kwong’s parenting issues.
Kwong and her husband kept telling her “You are so annoying”
and this made her very desperate. She could not see any way
out.

Kwong'’s mother realized that she could not bear the pressure
anymore. She was suffering from physical pains, sobbed a lot
and kept losing weight. She decided to send Kwong to our After
School Care and Tutorial Class Service. During the interview she
cried when she told our social worker her situation to release all
her negative emotions. Our social worker showed understanding
to her deadlock situation and calmed her down. Yet, she worried
if we would accept Kwong to our programme as he was a difficult
case.

We accepted Kwong’s application and arranged him to the group
with an experienced tutor. For the first 2 weeks, our social worker
spent 15 minutes every day to talk with him, and let him know
that we treasure every child here, we strive to understand every
child’s needs and appreciate their uniqueness. With patience and
persistency, Kwong slowly opened up himself and started building
a trustful relationship with the tutor and our social worker. Kwong’s
mother was amazed to find the “magical” changes in Kwong.
One day, she saw Kwong voluntarily revising for exams since he
would like to prove to the social worker that he could pass. Our
social worker also shared parenting knowledge with Kwong’s
mother. We were grateful to see significant improvements on
the relationship between Kwong and his mother too. Pushing for
academic result was not the core objective of our service, but
improving parent-child relationship, witnessing the child building
motivation and positive attitude in study were the most rewarding
of all.

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“Dream Playground for Our Children” Project

We had applied for Children's Rights Education Funding Scheme
to launch a “Dream Playground for Our Children” Project
since 2016. The objectives were to increase parents and the
community’s awareness on children’s rights to play, and to
promote the importance of play on child development. Last year,
the project has entered its third phase, the objectives were to
promote healthy lifestyle and parent-child interactions. Activities
include: “Parent-Child Easy Play” activity group, “Healthy Family”
Cookery Class, and “Children’s Rights Parent-child Camp”.
Through interactive parent-child activities, we facilitated parents
to reflect and experience children’s rights, and to encourage them
to allow children to rest and enjoy leisure time, instead of just
boosting their academic achievements. Last but not least, the
project concluded with a “Happy Children” Family Fun Fair.

Fun Fun Healthy Exercise for Young Children Project

Our Centre was funded by Savills and Macquarie Group to
launch “Fun Fun Healthy Exercise for Young Children Project” in
2016 to 2017. We aimed to encourage parents to do exercises
with their children regularly, to promote children’s overall healthy
development, and to improve their bodily coordination and to
build self-confidence. We organized this project with 7 nursery
schools under HKSPC, namely BOC Nursery School, Cheung
Sha Wan Nursery School, Lam Woo Nursery School, Mr. and
Mrs. Thomas Tam Nursery School, Portland Street Nursery
School, Park'n Shop Staff Charitable Fund Nursery School and
Sze Wu Shu Min Nursery School.

We had recruited professional physical instructor as our project
consultant, to offer physical training workshops to our nursery
school teachers, and assisted the design of parent-child exercise
record booklet. This project included staff training, production
of staff and parents’ handbook, children physical fitness
activities and parent-child workshop led by social workers, and
co-ordination with school-based gross motor curriculum. A joint-
school parent-child sports day would also be organised in June
2017.

Teacher’s Training Workshop and Teacher’s Response

1. |1 got to learn about different elements of physical fitness, and
to adopt these elements when designing physical or gross
motor curriculum for the children.

2. My favourite session was to experience and design physical
games according to different age groups. We could make
use of the 6 main physical elements and exchange our ideas
among teachers. The workshop was very practical.

Parent-Child Sports Workshop and Parents’ Response

1. Aroused interests in bodily movement activities, | understood
more on how to integrate sports activities in daily life, and
improved parent-child relationships.

2. Simple, easy to follow, overall was good. The activity raises
children’s interests in sports and playing with other children,
helps to increase their cooperation skills too.

Case Sharing

Ling was suffered from asthma and her mother did not allow her
to participate in any vigorous sports activities. She was not even
permitted to run and jump at the playground to avoid worsening
her situation. Ling’s school had joined “Fun Fun Health Parent-
child Exercise Project”. When the teacher assessed her physical
performance, she found that Ling’s upper arm muscles were not
developing very well, and suggested her to do more exercises.

Ling’s mother followed the handbook to do parent-child exercises
with her, and also helped Ling to enroll into the physical fitness
training class. At first Ling found it was tough and difficult
to complete the tasks. But with encouragement and slight
modification of the programme according to her abilities, Ling
gradually liked attending the group. After 6 sessions, she found
out she felt easier walking up the stairs back home as her
muscles and bodily coordination skills had been strengthened.
Then she had more confidence and motivation to do sports.
Ling’s mother was also surprised to discover that she regained
her ‘waist curve’ as she exercised more with her daughter!

Social Prescription for Family Wellness Scheme

With the surging financial and academic pressure in Hong Kong,
parents and children, especially from low-income families, had
greater emotional and psychological pressure. We aimed to
strengthen their social support system, to offer mental health
awareness programmes to potential high-risk families, so as to
prevent and consolidate their resilience on mental illnesses and
frustrations. Our activities were designed accordingly to the 5
resilience ingredients, to offer a variety of experiential learning
and sports activities, to build social friendly network and to
raise sense of self-achievements. This scheme was supported
by HSBC Community Partnership Programme, all participated
families were from low-income backgrounds.

* Natural Ingredient - “Parent-child Trail - Family in the Wild”
A reward scheme to encourage participated families to
complete the hiking routes and earn points.

¢ Mindfulness Ingredient - Positive Thinking
To promote positive thinking and practices to face adversity,
and allow parents and children to experience effective stress
management methods.

* Dietary Ingredient - Goodness Starts from Nutritious Food
To promote the function of healthy diet on mental health.

¢ Intimate Ingredient - Positive Parent-child Interaction
Through different family activities, to promote a healthy and
intimate parent-child relationship so as to help building family
resilience.

* Physical Activity Ingredient - Keep Distress Away Through
Regular Family Activities
Through a series of parent-child exercise or physical activities
to build parents and children awareness on the importance
of exercise and physical activities to enhance family
mental health, boost immune system and build good family
relationships. These activities included parent-child Pilates,
parent-child dancing, parent light gym, children dancing
classes, etc.

Parent-child Toy Library

This service aimed to promote a “child-centered” parent-child play
and guide parents to facilitate their children development through
play, at the same time to foster parent-child relationships. In the
past year, 94 new families were registered as members of our Toy
Library. Our members had borrowed toys for 1,619 times in total,
and participated in 1,619 times of parent-child game sessions.
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“Love to Read” — Parent-child Reading Scheme

Last year, we had organised 12 parent-child activities, including
“Rainbow Reading Reward Scheme”, “Parent-child Book Bag
Briefing” and “Parent-child Storyland”. We encouraged parents
to read with children to foster parent-child communication and
relationships. Last year, “Parent-child Book Bags” were borrowed
for 1,893 times.

Case Sharing

Mr. and Mrs. Chan were new parents. They were excited to
learn that our Centre provides the book bags loan service and
registered as members. Mrs. Chan even became a frequent
borrower afterward. As she would like to lay a good foundation
for her 2-year old daughter, she borrowed lots of cognitive and
learning books, and kept asking her questions while reading to
her. However, her daughter lost patience and interests easily and
even pushed books away, which made Mrs. Chan very frustrated.

When she came to know that the centre offered parent-child
reading workshop, she immediately enrolled. She and Mr. Chan
learned the ways to make reading interesting, such as inviting
her daughter to choose her books, applying different reading
skills like changing the tune and pace in reading, bodily use of
gestures in reading, and inserted mini games such as counting,
spotting games or handicrafts or drawings while reading. Her
daughter began to love reading and even urged her parents to
read to her. At the same time, Mr. and Mrs. Chan started to enjoy
parent-child reading and realized reading could be fun too. Mrs.
Chan felt lucky that now she can master the skills of parent-child
reading, which is important as they almost made their daughter
lost interests in reading due to lack of related skills.

Satisfaction rate: Over 80% participated families indicated
the activities helped them to understand their children’s
developmental needs and helped strengthening their parent-child
relations, and they would apply the knowledge and skills in daily
lives.
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Way Forward

Our vision is to facilitate children to have a happy and healthy
childhood. While the importance of a physical health was obvious
to parents and the public, happiness was often being neglected in
the adult world. According to the results of the“2015 Hong Kong
Children's Happiness Index Survey’released on 30 March 2016
by Lingnan University's Centre for Public Policy Studies (CPPS),
the overall happiness index dropped from 6.74 (at a 10 points
scale) in 2014 to 6.49 in 2015, with a drop for 2 consecutive
years.

Why are our children becoming unhappier? We might not have
the unfailing recipe to make them happy, but we are determined
to strive for their happy childhood. One of our objectives in the
coming year is to deepen parents’ understanding on the pressure
faced by their children, so as to set reasonable expectation
on them, be more considerate and give more positive support.
Therefore, we plan to adopt the theory of Experiential Learning,
and engage parents and children in these learning activities.
Through mock-up and real scenarios, we would facilitate children
and parents put in each other’s shoes and experience one
another’s roles and difficulties, try to face and resolve conflicts
together. We hope to enhance their understanding and reflection
on their roles as parents and children, and to strengthen intimate
parent-child relationships.
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We have started to provide School Social Work and Consultation
Service to our nursery schools (hereinafter referred as “Social
Work Service”) since 2007, with an aim to offer early intervention
to young children and families in need promptly.

In 2016 to 2017, Cheung Sha Wan Nursery School, Hong Kong
Bank Foundation Nursery School, Portland Street Nursery
School, Park’'n Shop Staff Charitable Fund Nursery School,
Operation Santa Claus Fanling Nursery School and Aw Hoe
Nursery School were benefited from Social Work Service.

Objectives

Through Casework Service, Play Therapy, Parent Education
Programmes, Children Training Groups, Parent-child Activities,
we work hand in hand with parents and teachers in creating a
healthy, safe and happy environment for children. The project is
served to identify and support children and families in need, to
provide early intervention to them. We also provided training and
support to teachers and staff.

Consultation / Case Counselling Service

Last year, our stationing social workers provided 246 sessions of
consultation to the 6 aforementioned schools. We have handled
36 cases, which included 368 sessions and 319 hours of services
in total. The major problems of the cases were about parent-child
relationships (28%), parents’ emotional disturbance (15%) and
adjustment problem on family crisis (13%, such as divorce and
decease of family members), etc.
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Case Sharing

Ying from Mainland China married Kit, a Hong Kong resident,
and then moved to Hong Kong after getting pregnant. Family
expenses increased after their son was born, so Kit had to work
for longer hours to make their ends meet and very often leaving
Ying to take care of the newborn on her own. Ying was optimistic,
‘we forgot all the hardship when we saw our son’s face. Though
life is tough, we were happy being together’.

However, her son displayed more emotional problems as he grew
up. He cried and yelled a lot. At first Ying thought he was quick-
tempered. After her son started school, he was observed by
teachers as unwilling to interact with others; he enjoyed and kept
spinning objects like water bottles, and would yell and wail when
he was called to stop. The teacher suggested Ying to take her
son for professional assessments, but Ying was reluctant to do
so. She believed that her inaccurate Cantonese accent was the
cause of his son’s communication difficulties.

It was until she talked to the stationing school social worker
that she understood more about special education needs and
the importance of early intervention. She finally took her son to
receive professional assessment, who was assessed with autistic
features. The doctor suggested Ying to apply for the Integrated
Programme under his nursery school for her son. At first it was
difficult for Ying to accept and always puzzled - ‘Is my son mentally-
handicapped? Did the assessment go wrong?’ Fortunately with
the assistance and information from the school social worker, she
began to understand and accept her son’s special needs, and
had not given up the offered place in Integrated Programme. She
slowly saw the progress of her son after receiving the Integrated
Programme Service. Recently her son started to have eye-
contact with Ying when talking to her and would tell Ying what he
wants instead of yelling and wailing.

Besides case work, our stationing school social worker also
works closely with the school to organize different activities, to
prevent worsening of familial or children’s developmental issues,
and strengthen family functioning as well.

On-site Groups and Activities

In the past year, our stationing social workers provided 42
diversified activities to the 6 nursery schools, with 1,504
attendances. These activities included developmental groups
for young children, parent-child volunteer activities and series of
activities to support parenting and the work of teachers, so as to
provide prompt support to all children, parents and teachers.

Introduction to Activities

To fit the developmental needs of young children in each
nursery school, the theme was selected by respective schools
to help children in learning emotion management, social
and self-care skills, concentration and life education, etc. To
extend learning experience to home and school, our social
workers invited parents and teachers to participate in the
observation and rating tasks, and recognize their children’s
positive behaviors.
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12 activities with 25 sessions were held, including:

Parent-child Storytelling Corner
Parent-child Creativity Workshop
Parent-child Play Session
Parent-child Toy Library
Parent-child Volunteer Activities

18 activities with different themes and a total of 24 sessions
were held.
Briefing session of School Social Work Service
Tips for Parents on Primary One Admission
How to Raise Children’s Interest in Learning
How to Cultivate Children’s Sense of Responsibility
Nursery School Adjustment Talks
Getting Along with Siblings
Parent Group on Parent-child Attachment: to help parents
understand how the sense of attachment affects children’s
development

Besides teaching parents the parenting skills and knowledge,
we also emphasized on parents’ learning to be at pace with
children’s development to enjoy their time spent with their
children, have successful experience in their parenting, and
maintain harmonious family.

6 thematic teacher trainings were held on “Children-Centered”
Play Therapy, enhancing team spirit, understanding children’s
physical fitness and effective communications with parents,
etc. These activities helped enhance the communications
among teachers, and uplift their team spirit. Teachers could
learn and understand different skills on handling children’s
emotions, and thus make use of their professional skills more
effectively.

Way Forward

In view of the effectiveness and demand of Stationing School
Social Work Service, we are planning to extend the service to 17
nursery schools in September 2017.

We believe many first-time parents like Ying (the shared case)
are often facing a lot of stress and challenges in parenting.
Stationing School Social Work Service can definitely facilitate
early identification and intervention for our children and needy
parents.
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With the mission to "Enlighten the Development of Children’s
Diverse Potentials", our Centre strives to provide professional and
comprehensive supports to children with diverse developmental
needs and their parents, schools and teachers. Our cross-
professional team included Educational Psychologists, Speech
Therapists, Occupational Therapists, Physiotherapists, Children
Development and Training Instructors with rich experience in
rehabilitation training for young children and registered social
workers. We partnered with parents and schools to offer one-
stop support services, including teacher/parent’s consultation,
workshops for teachers, professional assessments, individual
and group training services, etc. Last year, we served 8,660
attendances, with 7,042 were children, 813 parents and 805
teaching staff.

Major Service Projects

MAGIC Learning and Development Support Project

Our Centre was approved by Social Welfare Department (SWD)
to launch a 2-year “MAGIC Learning and Development Support”
Pilot Project, with the support of Lotteries Fund in the fourth
quarter of 2015 to provide prompt rehabilitation training to children
with special educational needs. Last year, we continued to offer
training services to 17 HKSPC nursery schools and 3 external
nursery schools/kindergartens — Lok Fu Rhenish Nursery, Lok Fu
Rhenish Church Kindergarten and St. Monica’s Anglo-Chinese
Kindergarten (Wah Kwai Estate), serving 157 young children in
total through on-site / centre training services. To cater parents’
needs, we arranged regular meetings with social workers, class
observation and parent talks for parents on a regular basis, to
assist them to understand their children’s developmental needs
and training progress. These activities were held with the aim to
establish good communication with parents and work together
with our team to enhance children’s rehabilitation effectiveness.
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We also organized parent-child activities regularly, such as
“Parent-child Music Therapy Program”, “Family Sports Day”, etc.
Through multiple activities and parent-child play, we promoted
positive parent-child interactions and strengthened parent-child
relationships; we also encouraged exchange among parents and

to establish a mutual support network among them.

Besides, we offered on-site professional consultation and
teaching demonstration, teacher talk and workshops, etc. to foster
teachers’ teaching skills to better support children with diverse
learning or developmental needs. Until March 2017, our project
has organized 3,813 and 2,385 training sessions conducted by
professional therapists, and Child Development and Training
Instructors respectively. The team had also offered 123 sessions
of consultation services to teachers.

Little Giant Leaming and Development Support Project

Funded by Lee Hysan Foundation, "Little Giant Learning and
Development Support Project” has commenced its fourth year.
We continued to provide services to 17 HKSPC nursery schools
and St. Monica’s Anglo-Chinese Kindergarten (Wah Kwai Estate).
With the launch of the Onsite Pre-school Rehabilitation Service
Pilot Scheme by SWD, we reallocated our resources to strengthen
our support to the suspected cases, including free onsite group
trainings and individual assessment services to the needy children.

Last year, our social workers had organized 17 parent talks on
child developments which served 253 parents in total. Meanwhile
the professional team reviewed the “Child Development
Checklists” completed by teachers, along with school’s observation
and professional consultations, to assist the school to identify
children at risk of special learning and developmental needs,
and to response to their needs accordingly. This project already
offered early identification and screening services to 18 schools,
and identified 686 cases which needed continuous monitoring /
with potential developmental needs / special educational needs.
Our social workers had provided 241 times of parent consultations
to explain their children’s issues, and encouraged parents to
seek for professional assessments and trainings promptly. We
also organized 27 early intervention and support groups to
support 147 children with specific learning difficulties, attention
deficit and children with challenging social behaviours. We had
invited Professor Cynthia Leung of The Hong Kong Polytechnic
University to conduct an evaluative research on the programme’s
effectiveness, meanwhile we also invited parents/principals/
teachers to join our focus groups to share their experience and
provide feedbacks on the pilot project.

Training Subsidy Programme for Children on the
Waiting List of Subvented Pre-school Rehabilitation
Services

Centre for Child Enlightenment continued to receive subsidies
from the government to provide services to children from low-
income families who were waiting for subvented pre-school
rehabilitation services. We provided 4 times individual trainings
and 1 time parent support service to each case per month. Among
the 21 subsidised cases, 4 were heavily subsidized. To better
meet their needs, we arranged professional speech therapists to
offer 3 additional hours individual treatments for them monthly.
This programme had served 21 children in total and conducted
425 sessions of individual trainings for children and 95 sessions
of parent support service by social workers were also arranged for
parents, to assist them to tackle their challenges in parenting and
home-based training.
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Advocacy

Last year, our cross-profession team actively shared our
experience in providing on-site rehabilitation support services
and promoting the importance of early identification and support
through different platforms. Our Senior Educational Psychologist
shared her experience on monitoring children’s development by
“Child Development Checklist” during the Learning and Teaching
Expo 2016, as well as the Symposium on Child Care and
Development organized by HKSPC respectively. Our Centre-In-
charge of Centre for Child Enlightenment also shared about the
content and experience in launching the “Little Giant Learning
and Development Support Project” during the above Symposium,
to facilitate sharing and arouse awareness of On-site Pre-school
Rehabilitation Services among the education and social service
sectors.

Professional Support Services

Our Centre’s professional team works closely to conduct case
conferences regularly, design appropriate training goals and
provide supports to individual cases. Last year, our Educational
Psychologist offered assessments and counselling services to
62 children with urgent rehabilitation needs. She also offered
“Case Consultation Services” to all service units to give advices
on children’s learning, emotional and behavioral difficulties, and
provide crisis management support.

At the same time, we continued to partner with tertiary institutions
to provide placement opportunities to students of Educational
Psychology and Speech Therapy, and assisted them to conduct
assessments, trainings and parents’ consultations, etc. Last
year we also began to provide parent/teacher talks, parent
consultations and group trainings services, etc. to kindergartens
that have not yet been benefitted from any pre-school
rehabilitation services.

Support to “Integrated Programme?”

Our Educational Psychologist continues to provide support to
HKSPC’s “Integrated Programme”, and conducts a professional
exchange for responsible teachers to encourage cross-discipline
sharing. Besides, our Educational Psychologist also visits nursery
schools on a regular basis and offers consultation and case
supports for Integrated Programme teachers on a need basis.

Way Forward

In the coming year, the Centre for Child Enlightenment will
continue to improve On-site Pre-school Rehabilitation Services,
and partner with more schools to launch the service. We will
continue to strengthen our professional support with the aim to
provide more comprehensive and diversified services to more
needy children. Besides, our staff will continue to participate
in the advocacy work of the Society to increase community
understanding and acceptance towards children’s diverse
developmental needs, and the importance of building schools’
capacity to support these children.
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Research and advocacy is another means to promote the well-
being of children apart from the services provided by the Society.
It aims to promote a better environment to support more children
grow up happily and healthily. Based on our previous works,
we focused on 3 themes in 2016 to 2017, i.e. the Free Quality
Kindergarten Education Scheme, Support for Children with
Suspected Developmental Disabilities and Quality Child Care.

Besides making use of the inherent platforms, the Chief Executive
Election and the formation of Subcommittee on Children’s Rights
in Legislative Council provided good advocacy platforms as well.
Through different means, we lobbied the candidates of Chief
Executive, government officials, legislators and other stakeholders
to raise their concern about children’s well-being and promotion
of child-friendly policies. We are glad that some of our appeals
were absorbed into the manifestos of some Chief Executive
Election candidates. In order to understand the current situation
of young children and related services, some Chief Executive
Election candidates, legislators, scholars and other persons who
concerned the well-being of children visited our headquarter.

With the effort made in the past few years and the co-operation
with other organisations, some fruitful outcomes were brought
about in the year. In the aspect of supporting young children with
suspected developmental disabilities, the government rolled out
the Pilot Scheme on On-site Pre-school Rehabilitation Services
(OPRS) in late 2015 after making reference to the sector’s pilot
schemes (including HKSPC’s On-site Early Identification and
Intervention Pilot Project), The government announced that
the service would be regularised in the 2017 Policy Address.
Furthermore, in our constant effort, the government had agreed to
allocate not more than 10% of the OPRS service quota to children
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with special needs who were waiting for the assessment. Joined
with other organisations, we proposed to open the post of “SEN
Coordinator” in kindergartens to carry out curriculum adaptation
and coordinate support service for children with special education
needs. In response to our appeal, the government revised the
recognised teacher-student ratio (lower from 1:12 in the original
proposal to 1:11).

In the aspect of child care, the government promised to increase
the places of child care centres under 3 and Extened Hours
Service in the current Policy Agenda.

For free kindergarten education, the government promised to
implement the scheme in 2017 to 2018 school year. Many of our
appeals were included in the new measurements, for example,
diversified-funding modes for half-day, whole-day and long whole-
day schools and improvement in teacher-student ratio. In addition,
the government recognised the function of long whole-day nursery
schools in supporting dual-earner parents. The manpower of long
whole-day nursery schools would be increased by not more than
40% when compared with whole-day kindergarten, to response to
the manpower demand of long service hours.

YCDI is the first database focused on young children in
Hong Kong. With the continuous update of the data since its
establishment in 2014, YCDI becomes more and more popular
among public and researchers. In 2016 to 2017, we published
Measures Supporting Dual-earner Parents: Comparison between
Hong Kong and other Developed Countries, which revealed
that Hong Kong lagged far behind the developed countries in
supporting working parents. This issue was reported by media
widely that Equal Opportunities Commission invited us to discuss
the issue in Radio Television Hong Kong (RTHK).

A Symposium on Child Care and Development was held on 14 to
15 October 2016, co-organised with Department of Social Work,
Hong Kong Baptist University. The symposium was supported by 21
organisations related to young children, with Ms. Anna Wu, member
of HKSAR Executive Council and Chairperson of Competition
Commission, officiating the opening ceremony. Prof. Helen Penn
from United Kingdom delivered the keynote speech. It comprised of
4 panel discussions hosted by 12 international and local scholars/
experts, and 17 guest speakers shared 12 innovative projects to
promote child development. The 1.5-day symposium attracted nearly
400 attendees from the sectors of early childhood education, para-
medical, social work, government organisations, social service
organisations, academic and charity foundations. To learn more,
please visit http://research.hkspc.org/2016symposium.

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Kidoplus-Child Development Programme aims to provide
diverse and appropriate learning activities to children from 13
months to 16 years old to develop their interest in learning,
positive self-image and confidence. The programme places the
dual emphases on supporting children’s development as well
as educating parents. Our curriculum is designed according to
different age and developmental needs, the activities are fun
and attractive to let parents and children enjoy the process while
establishing good parent-child relationships. At the same time, we
provide a quality programme and learning experience to better
prepare young children for school.

“Joyful Classroom” was the most popular course among the
variety of courses that we offered. The course was conducted
in small groups with causal and delightful thematic instruction
with an aim to strengthen young children’s learning of concepts,
and facilitate children to learn social skills through group
activities, follow the rules and adapt to different social situations.
Meanwhile, we assist parents to utilize their knowledge and skills
learnt in the playgroup to apply at home, in guiding children to
follow instructions. All parents commented that their children’s
social and listening skills had made significant improvements
upon completing the playgroup. To fulfill parents’ demands,
we had launched the “Joyful Classroom — Self-reliant Little
Tree Group”. This year, the curriculum is the same as “Joyful
Classroom — Little Tree Group” except that young children will
be attending the classes without the company of parents. This
further encourages children to be independent and learn self-care
skills, to better prepare for school.
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Our Programme has been organizing various English Language
and Putonghua classes to raise children’s language abilities,
including “Putonghua Course”, “Cambridge Pre-starter Class”,
“Letterland Phonics”, and the newly added “Sound Waves
Phonics”. Activity-based approach is adopted to allow children
consolidate their language skills in a happy learning atmosphere
while the “Creative Drawing Class” is organized to boost children’s
creativity, self-confidence, problem-solving skills and eye-hand
coordination. According to the course registration record, 85% of
the participants continue to register for the same or other course,
high satisfaction from both parents and children was received.

In the past year, our programme had conducted 101 small groups,
with a total of 917 sessions at our two Children and Family
Services Centres, serving 2,769 participants in total. We had also
conducted 24 small groups, with 224 sessions at our nursery
schools, summing up to 2,006 participants in total.

Way Forward

Kidoplus-Child Development Programme would like to invite more
instructors with strong passion towards parent education to join
us. We would at the same time explore more varieties of interests
classes which suit children’s developmental needs for parents’
selection, in order to provide more diverse and better quality
options for young children and parents in the coming year.
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Last year, our science instructor designed different science and
astronomical themes for our 17 nursery schools (refer to the
table below). Each theme had its own theme-based exploration
focus and was paired by 5 to 7 astronomical science related
equipment or activity zones. The facilities and equipment utilized
include a 4-meter diameter dome with digital planetarium system,
microscope, hydroelectric power generator, hand-powered robot,
air-powered car, and wind turbine, etc. Science Wonderland also
adopted teaching tools specially-designed for children, such as
a large circuit board, buzz wire, solar viewer and human sundial.
Through a variety of fun activities and hands-on experiences on
operating different equipment, children could access knowledge
of physical science, renewable energy and astronomical science,
etc. We would like to arouse their interests on learning science,
and stimulate their interest in exploration and self-directed learning
abilities.

Science Wonderland consultant Mr. Ricky Tsui and our Science
Instructor Ms. Katie Kwok have been consistently exploring
different interesting activities to nurture young children’s curiosity
and interest in exploration. In year 2017 to 2018, we will introduce
“Aquaponics” at Science Wonderland to let children gain hands-
on experience on ecology. The “Aquaponics” will allow children
to observe how fish, plants and bacteria rely on one another to
develop a co-living ecosystem, and understand the concept of
the aquaculture system. This will not only help develop children’s
skills in observation and abilities to investigate, but also let them
learn to respect, appreciate and treasure our environment and the
nature, and to cherish natural resources.

A “Science and Astronomical Experience Day” was organized for
newly-joined teachers of N3 and N4 on 4 March 2017. The aims
were to facilitate them to understand the contents of children’s
learning in Science Wonderland, experience the fun of science
activities and exchange their experience of learning through the
extended science activities at their respective schools. Activities
on that day included a sharing on the principles of mechanics
and science experiments conducted by Mr. Ricky Tsui, and
astronomical activities led by Ms. Katie Kwok. Teachers also had
a chance to share their science materials and tools, etc. among
themselves.

Safety Town for a total of 50 children from Children & Family Services
Centre (Sham Mong Districts and Kowloon City). Children performed
the role of road users to learn the importance of road safety through
the near real-life environment.
